Dear Beloved Parishioners of New All Saints, 
Grace and peace to you on this blessed day as 

we celebrate the Feast of the Presentation of the Lord! 
Today, we are invited to reflect on a moment filled with 
promise, joy, and revelation as we journey with Mary and 
Joseph to the temple, where they present the infant 
Jesus to the Lord in accordance with the law. 

In the Gospel of Luke, we meet Simeon, a man of 
great faith and righteousness, who had waited patiently 
for the fulfillment of God's promise. When he took the 
child Jesus into his arms, he declared, "My eyes have 
seen your salvation, which you have prepared in the sight 
of all nations: a light for revelation to the Gentiles and the 
glory of your people Israel."
