COMMUNITY CELEBRATION OF MASS ANNOUNCEMENT from the Archdiocese of Baltimore 

Effective now, the general dispensation from the obligation to attend Mass in person during the COVID-19 health 

crisis has been lifted. The Archdiocese has removed all Covid-19 social distancing restrictions, where jurisdictions 

allow. The lifting of general dispensation and removing restrictions went into effect on June 26 and 27 . 

As of July 1st, Baltimore City has lifted its mask wearing mandate.  The Archdiocese recommends, but is not requiring, 
those individuals who are unvaccinated and children 11 years of age or younger to continue to wear a mask when indoors. A 
respectful atmosphere for those parishioners wishing to wear masks is supported.
